(Semester 1 information and application form)


Aligned with the Advancing Students and Education Strategy: 2023–2030 and the University’s Framework for Educational Excellence, the Teaching and Learning Development Grants program aims to support FBE academics to redesign subject curricula and implement innovative teaching and learning activities to improve student learning. 
In 2026, the focus will be on projects to enhance assessment and feedback practices; projects to transform the delivery of subjects; multimedia and new technologies in teaching; and experiential learning. Grants of up to $10,000 each will be awarded across the following categories:
· Developing and trialling new forms of assessment which encourage greater engagement with learning
· Innovative teaching and learning strategies to improve feedback on and for learning
· Transforming subject delivery to enhance the on campus and/or blended learning experience for students
· Trialling an innovative use of multimedia or new technologies
· Introducing experiential learning into the curriculum for a subject or set of subjects within an academic program

Applications are welcome from individual academics or project teams (Level A and above) with responsibility for teaching in the nominated subject. Given the scheme is intended to support subject-level projects, individual applicants should ensure there is support for the project from Subject Coordinator(s) for delivery of the subject over different semesters. Funds allocated to projects are to support the intended curriculum redesign or teaching innovation and may not be used to buy out teaching. 
To further support teaching innovation within the Faculty, the grants program will accept applications during both semester 1 and semester 2. Please note each project can only be funded once. All successful applicants are expected to implement and evaluate their projects within 12 months of receiving funds.
Successful applicants will be partnered with a member of the WCLA team to support and collaborate on their project.
